- The whole lends itself remarkably well to the fascinating range of sklhs exotic and
otherwise, for a collection yielding a formidable emotive impact.
- strong, flaming, saturated colors alternate with antiqued, vintage metallic shadings;
typical patterns of archaic zoroastrian crigins (Filikli) or ones linked to primitive protective
symbolisms (shyrak) recall primeval civilizations and traditions thousands of years old
resulting in something which is incredibly up-to-date.
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
